This is a nice, easy song with lots of easy harmonies. The words are:

Oo, loo-lah, lay

We're going to arrange it as follows, I think:

Build up harmonies using, 'Oo, loo-lah, lay'.  We'll need four groups for this.

We'll sing it smoothly and quite slowly.

Over the top of this we'll have a soloist, introducing the verse melody twice through.  I don't mind doing this, if there aren't any other volunteers.

The Round:  Up-tempo, intro bass part (Group 1), quickly build harmonies, then in unison, sing first  and second lines, Group 2 keep singing, then Group 3 start.  Keep going round, as directed, then head for the BIG FINISH!!!  You'll know it when you see it, and just keep an eye and an ear on me.

This looks quite hard written down, but in practice will be DEAD EASY!

BTW – this is all subject to change – hahaha!!  Be prepared to make notes, in every sense of the word.
